CCF Vision Update

The process of refreshing the Vision for CCF has given a firm endorsement of what we are currently doing as a community as well as bringing out new ideas from people across the organisations and friends that make up the diversity of CCF. 

Here’s an update on progress on implementing the Vision:

Better use of technology:  we’ve set up a CCF facebook group which has 113 members as at 5 July 

Increase public profile: we had a CCF stall at the City Council Biodiversity Fair, did an interview with BBC Cambridgeshire about CCF; participated in a debate at the Cambridge Science Festival, commissioned a new CCF pop up banner and poster; issued a press release prior to the  CCF Summer symposium on Climate Change Adaptation in the International Year of Biodiversity and hope to feature in the Agenda magazine

Collective ethical action and sharing good practice:  Natural England’s Head of Sustainability  met with  the FFI Greening Group to exchange information and  share good practice on ways in which each organisation is reducing its carbon footprint

Local activity more social events: we had a winter  social event, the Conservation Ceilidh, which featured in the CBD report on Global Celebrations to celebrate the International Year of Biodiversity, a late summer social event is being planned

So, thanks to everyone who’s helped to make the vision a reality. The next step is a light touch implementation plan to put some of our aspirations on a timeline so we can plan for what new things we want to tackle and encourage volunteers to come forward to make it happen.

New Cambridge/CCI Lecturer in Conservation Leadership
Dr Chris Sandbrook has been appointed Lecturer in Conservation Leadership, and will take up his post on 1 September 2010. Chris Sandbrook has broad research and teaching interests in conservation and development, including governance, tourism and REDD. He has a multi-disciplinary background, having completed a BA in Zoology, an MSc in Biology, a PhD in Anthropology and a post-doc in Geography. He has carried out both field research and applied project work in Uganda, which he first visited as a TBA student in 2001. Before joining the Conservation Leadership programme he was working as a consultant for the International Institute for Environment and Development on a number of projects, including research on linkages between great ape conservation and poverty reduction in Africa, and an applied collaborative forest management project in Vietnam. He previously worked as a lecturer in Vertebrate Biology at Roehampton University, and established a community based vegetable production business in rural Uganda.

Biodiversity media alliance links journalists with the web of life
Journalists worldwide now have a vital new resource to help their reporting on the world’s biodiversity, what its decline means for humanity, and how it can be tackled. The Biodiversity Media Alliance’s online network is building bridges between journalists and the sources of information they need to tell this story well.

The Biodiversity Media Alliance is a new partnership between the International Institute for Environment and Development (IIED), Internews and the International Union for Conservation of Nature (IUCN) which aims to boost the quantity and quality of media coverage of biodiversity around the world. The new online network will enable journalists and biodiversity experts to interact and share their news and views about biodiversity issues. More than 500 biodiversity experts had already joined the network ahead of its official launch on World Environment Day (5 June). They include scientists, policymakers, non-governmental organisation staff and indigenous people from some the most biodiverse parts of our planet.

Collecting environmental news from across continents, the service largely depends on the availability of media on the Internet. It also collects audios, videos, press releases and news from research organisations, the public as well as the private sector and environmental organisations. EarthWire gives you a free daily overview of environmental news, and comes in six editions:  EarthWire Norway (Miljønytt), United Kingdom, Kazakhstan, Africa, Climate and Marine.


100 Actions to slow Biodiversity Loss
Guillaume Chapron of the Swedish Agricultural University is trying to compile a list of '100 actions that if implemented would have an immediate effect to slow down biodiversity loss in G20 countries'. This initiative is supported by the Guardian newspaper:  

As researchers in ecology, we strive that our results are published in the best journals, but we also wish that they can be useful in advancing biodiversity conservation. With many governments stressing their strong commitment to science-based environmental policies, we could hope to successfully reverse the biodiversity crisis. Still, it does not seem to be happening and, in fact, we often observe that pure political considerations prevail over anything else. Are we unable to reach governments or are governments just not listening?

To find out, I'm building with colleagues a list of 100 actions that if implemented would have an immediate effect to slow down biodiversity loss in G20 countries. This initiative is supported by the newspaper The Guardian and we will present this list to governments and ask them to sign up to them before the next Convention on Biological Diversity summit in October. We are looking for actions that are (1) contribution to the safeguard of a particular endangered species or ecosystem, (2) politically costly to implement or opposed by some interest groups, (3) strongly and widely supported by peer-reviewed scientific evidence. These actions should also be 'smart' i.e. Specific, Measurable, Attainable, Realistic and Timely. To maximize our impact, we may also write a scientific article about this initiative, inviting experts having contributed and documented actions making the list.

Can you or your colleagues participate in selecting the best set of actions? Please contact me directly at guillaume.chapron@ekol.slu.se. The information needed is:
1. Country: G20 country or EU member state

2. Species or ecosystem to benefit from the action: Please give the name of the species, ecosystem or habitat (can also be a region)

3. Nature of action: Please explain what form will it take: vote a law, sign a regulation, stop a development project, reintroduce individuals, etc.

4. What threats this action will reverse or remove? Please explain what threats affect the species or habitat of concern and how this action will confront one or more of these threats.

5. Who has the power to decide the action? Please explain who has to sign or vote the decision to implement the action

6. Which interest groups or lobbies oppose this action? Please describe who is opposing this action. Why are they doing so? How this action would damage their interests or activities? 
7. Which scientific evidence supports this action? : Please explain what scientific evidence has been produced in support of the action. This is particularly important regarding critical habitat for species, effects of pesticides, or population viability level

8. Which NGOs have campaigned or supported this action? Please provide name and contact

9. What is the history of this action?Has this action been partly implemented before? Why was it stopped?

10. Why has this action not yet been implemented? Please explain what prevents this action from being implemented

11. How long it will take to start implementing the action? Laws and regulations can usually be modified quickly, but biological actions like reintroduction may require more time.

12. References: Please give reference to websites, documents or scientific publications

For IYB: The Big Nature Debate
Ahead of the Conference of the Parties of the Convention on Biological Diversity, (COP10) in Nagoya in October 2010, the Natural History Museum plans to launch a project called The Big Nature Debate to get the public talking about biodiversity and the world around them.  The debate will be a platform for information, opinion and discussion about biodiversity.  The IYB-UK secretariat is supporting the debate alongside IYB-UK partners The Zoological Society of London and the Royal Botanic Gardens, Kew.

The project is planned to go live on 14th  September at www.nhm.ac.uk/bignaturedebate  where the public will be able to quiz biodiversity experts, or debate issues in forums.  The site will host thought-provoking blogs from biodiversity experts and other key thinkers on subjects such as’ what the world might look like in 2050’ or ‘has biodiversity loss reached a crisis point’.  IYB-UK will be supporting the debate using Twitter, Facebook and the partnership’s website www.biodiversityislife.net.

Experts from Canada, Russia, the United States and northern Europe came together to share these data to mark the International Polar Year in 2007–09 by raising public awareness of northern soils. The Soil Atlas combines data from thousands of pits, dug across the circumpolar region by researchers from different countries each summer for more than 50 years.

Reports of Chatham House and UN-REDD Programme Expert Workshop on Monitoring Governance Safeguards in REDD+

On 24-25 May 2010, a workshop, supported by the UK Department for International Development (DfID) and the UN-REDD Programme, was convened at Chatham House, London, to discuss the scope, needs and priorities for monitoring and assessing governance for REDD+. The workshop brought together 40 experts from government, international donor agencies, academia and non-governmental organisations from around the world.

Background paper 1, Monitoring Governance for Implementation of REDD+, analyses existing initiatives on monitoring governance inside and outside the forest sector and examines relevant best practice in international environmental law. It clarifies concepts and definitions of governance for REDD+, traces the evolution of MRV (measurement, reporting and verification) in the climate negotiations and assesses evolving provisions on monitoring and MRV in relation to REDD+. Practical lessons are drawn from existing initiatives and best practice to inform the development of parameters and guidance for monitoring governance for REDD+. 

Background paper 2, Governance in REDD+: taking stock of governance issues raised in readiness proposals submitted to the FCPF and UN-REDD Programme, provides an overview of how readiness proposals submitted to the World Bank’s Forest Carbon Partnership Facility (FCPF) and the UN-REDD Programme consider governance-related issues and their monitoring. 



Status and Future of the Afforestation/Reforestation (A/R) Carbon Sector  

By Eduard Merger 

The report provides forest carbon market participants with an outlook for the A/R carbon sector. It serves as a contribution to better understand the A/R sector and increase transparency in this diversified and fragmented marketplace.

· The report informs potential buyers on the supply and volumes of A/R credits 

· It characterizes A/R projects that are coming on-stream

· It identifies what contractual arrangements project developers require for their A/R projects

· It identifies what project developers require from forest carbon standards

· It determines forest carbon standards’ popularity

Key findings:

· 83% of all A/R projects plant native or mixed forest 

· Total area of A/R projects captured by the survey is 655,000 ha

· Uncertainty about the post-2012 market is holding back future A/R project plans

· Forest Carbon Standards still require project developers to carefully select standards as there is a variety of options

· A/R CDM is considered as important but the uncertainties of post-Kyoto lead to the consideration of A/R CDM as well as other voluntary standards

· Support of large market drivers such as large NGOs (e.g. WWF, ICROA etc.) but also governments would increase the market acceptance and credibility of forest carbon projects

Forest Trends report on legal and policy constraints to REDD+ in Ghana
This Forest Trends/Katoomba Group report presents an analysis of the legal and policy framework for tree and forest carbon in Ghana – key elements for REDD+. It shows how the current legal and regulatory structure for forestry and lands in Ghana provides indications and precedents for how carbon rights and benefits might be managed and distributed. But it also highlights significant hurdles and challenges that will need to be addressed. It argues that realizing the full ecological and economic potential of REDD+ will require meaningful legal reforms and innovative application of existing mechanisms in order to effectively address the real drivers of deforestation and ensure permanence in any REDD+ activities. The Economics of Adaptation to Climate Change Synthesis Report

(World Bank, 2010) 
This Report estimates the costs of adaptation will be between US$70-100 billion per year between now and 2050.Among the lessons from seven case studies and a global study, the report highlights that eliminating poverty is central to both development and adaptation, since poverty exacerbates vulnerability to weather variability as well as climate change. The study argues that investments should start with low regretoptions, including measures that tackle the weather risks that countries already face such as increased investment in water storage in drought-prone basins or protection against storms and flooding in coastal zones and/or urban areas

The Positive Deviant: Sustainability Leadership in a Perverse World 
by Sara Parkin, Earthscan.

Let’s be realistic. With government legislation lagging behind the imperatives of sustainable development, institutions and their processes will not change all that quickly. We need ‘positive deviants’ – sustainability-literate leaders who can implement sustainability solutions despite being surrounded by institutional structures, processes and people perversely intent on the opposite. 

Sara Parkin is co-founder, with Jonathon Porritt, of Forum for the Future – the UK’s leading sustainable development charity – and creator of the Forum’s highly-regarded MA in Leadership for Sustainable Development. This book condenses the key lessons of the Forum’s MA, as well as insights from the Forum’s consultancy work with top businesses, NGOs, governments and public sector organizations around the world.

The Rapid Reponse Facility (RRF) invites small grant applications of up to $30,000 for UNESCO designated natural World Heritage Sites, and tentative sites facing emergency threats to their biodiversity. 

The RRF is a unique small grant programme jointly operated by Fauna & Flora International, UNESCO World Heritage Centre and the United Nations Foundation. With a target processing time for grant applications of just 8 working days, the RRF provides rapid support to enable conservation practitioners to respond quickly and effectively to emergencies in some of the world’s most important sites for biodiversity.
Eligible applications will: 

· address a threat(s) in a UNESCO designated natural World Heritage site (NWHS), or tentative NWHS site, in a developing country; 
· address a new conservation threat(s), or one that has increased significantly in recent days / weeks; 
· clearly demonstrate that an immediate response is critical to avoid / mitigate the impacts of the threat, and that more traditional funding mechanisms cannot make funding available quickly enough to ensure an effective response;
· clearly explain how RRF support will make a significant and measurable contribution to reducing the threats. 

There is no deadline for submission of grant applications. Applications are received, and funding decisions are made, on a rolling-basis and in response to need.    

To date the RRF has supported numerous rapid interventions in natural World Heritage sites, responding to the conservation impacts of a range of emergencies such as natural disaster, armed conflict and illegal activity within protected areas.  Examples of projects funded are: 

· Repair of vital communications infrastructure following devastating rebel attacks in Garamba National Park, Democratic Republic of Congo; 

· Restoration and evaluation of critical management functions within Sichuan Giant Panda Sanctuaries, China following a major earthquake;     

· Support to NGOs in and around Kerinci-Seblat National Park, Indonesia, to document and lobby against illegal road-building and encroachment within the national park and bufferzone forest;

Small Grants for the Purchase of Nature

In 2001 the IUCN National Committee for the Netherlands (IUCN NL) started a new funding facility, the Small Grants for the Purchase of Nature programme (SPN). Financially supported by the National Postcode Lottery, the programme aims for the strategic purchase of threatened pieces of nature. Strategic can mean purchasing and securing a corridor between two protected areas in order to safeguard migration routes and the exchange of genetic material. It may also mean securing an area to form a buffer against encroaching agricultural or tourism developments. In a natural area that is rapidly converted to agricultural land, the purchase of small remnants of natural vegetation can have a massive impact on the conservation of local biodiversity. In line with other small grants facilities administered by the IUCN NL, a maximum amount of Euro 85.000 can be granted for projects submitted by local NGOs. The End of Tradition?  Aspects of Commons and Cultural Severance in the Landscape

The end of tradition and the impacts then of cultural severance are as big a threat as climate change to biodiversity & ecology - this major event being organised by Prof. Ian D. Human health and well-being depends on biological diversity for the maintenance of many ‘ecosystem services’ that deliver food, fuel, clean water and medicines, and provide for our social, cultural and spiritual needs. Yet, due largely to human actions, biodiversity has been declining around the globe, including within the terrestrial, freshwater and coastal habitats of the UK. Despite the aims of the Convention on Biological Diversity there is little evidence to suggest any decline in the rate of these losses. Biological monitoring allows not only the quantification of rates of change but, together with experimental and modelling approaches, also improves understanding of the drivers and processes of change. This enables the development of better strategies to protect biodiversity and the ecosystem services that it supports. 

The UK boasts a rich history of biological and ecological surveying, monitoring and research, but very few monitoring programmes have been maintained for long enough to provide definitive data on long-term trends and provide the necessary guidance for future management. Those that have survived face an uncertain future, particularly in the current economic climate, while developments in scientific understanding and instrumentation reveal new areas of concern and opportunity where monitoring by professionals and members of the public should play an important role in the future.

Through a series of talks from invited speakers this conference aims to:

· consider current and likely future national requirements for biodiversity monitoring and research;

· demonstrate the ways in which long-term studies have contributed to our understanding of key biodiversity-related issues;

· illustrate through case-studies the challenges faced in improving the quality, reliability and efficiency of measurements; data processing, interoperability and analysis; and the communication of results;

· explore opportunities to improve monitoring capability through recent developments in science,  instrumentation, and public participation, and

· consider the potential for synergies between programmes and future directions for this area of research.

In addition to oral presentations, group discussion sessions will enable delegates to pursue key issues in greater depth. On the basis of these discussions and presentations the conference will formulate recommendations for the improvement and future development of biodiversity monitoring and research in the UK and elsewhere.

Although the emphasis will be on the UK, the conference will be of international relevance, since many of the issues to be discussed are essentially global and often the solutions require international cooperation.

Joint ZSL and Royal Society Symposium: Disease invasion: impacts on biodiversity and human health
Thursday 18 and Friday 19 November 2010, Zoological Society of London

Organised by Andrew Cunningham (Institute of Zoology, ZSL), Peter Hudson FRS (Pennsylvania State University) and Andy Dobson (Princeton University) in partnership with the Royal Society as part of its 350th anniversary celebrations in 2010.

The transmission of infectious diseases from one species to another is not only causing problems for humans (for example, SARS and influenza) but is also threatening wildlife conservation and even the survival of large and robust populations.

Wild animals are both recipients of infections from humans and other species and reservoirs of new infections that can spill over to threaten humans, particularly when human-wildlife contact rates are increased. This conference will focus on the extent to which wildlife pathogens threaten biodiversity and human health; the processes driving these disease threats; where future threats will arise and how these can be mitigated.

Most threatening diseases are caused by infections that move between species, where one species acts a reservoir and then infects another, more vulnerable species that may suffer high-mortality rates. We will explore our understanding of the dynamics of these diseases, the processes of circulation in wild reservoirs, the interesting and rare process of spill-over and how establishment occurs in the new host species. 

We will evaluate the biological and anthropogenic mechanisms that facilitate the spill-over and spread of infection into new species (including humans) and geographic regions, and the selection pressures that can lead to new infections evolving. Aspects of control will be addressed, including the control of infections within their reservoir hosts and the target species.

We will examine a range of issues, from molecular processes to large-scale ecosystems, in order to identify and predict future threats. Finally, policies for mitigating disease threats to conservation and human health will be examined and science-based recommendations made.

Director, Takamanda – Mone Landscape Project, Cameroon
The Wildlife Conservation Society (WCS), an international conservation NGO registered in Cameroon, currently seeks candidates for the position of Project Director for its Takamanda-Mone Landscape Project.
