	The 2010 International Year of Biodiversity (IYB) culminated in the “biodiversity summit” in Nagoya in October 2010. The summit was supposed to achieve for biodiversity what Copenhagen failed to achieve for climate change in 2009. Nagoya was much more successful than Copenhagen. The controversial protocol on access and benefit-sharing was adopted. More importantly from a conservation perspective, the CBD strategic plan was agreed, with its 20 targets for 2020, many of which are remarkably ambitious. However, governments did not agree on the funding strategy to implement the strategic plan, and negotiations have been delayed until 2012, the outcome of which will determine whether or not the IYB was a success.

	The impact of invasive species and plans for their eradication at the UK Overseas Territories islands of Gough and Henderson

	Summary (100 words max)

	The UK Overseas Territories support globally important albatross and petrel colonies, along with many endemic plant, invertebrate and bird taxa. The importance of the biodiversity on Gough Island (Tristan da Cunha) and Henderson Island (Pitcairn), is recognized by their World Heritage Site status. However, the biodiversity of these islands is threatened by invasive species, with predation by introduced rodents Pacific rat and house mice forming the key threat. We present findings on the impact of these rodent species at both islands and the key remaining research that is being undertaken to understand the best approach for their eradication.

	The International Whaling Commission (IWC) was set up under the International Convention for the Regulation of Whaling signed in 1946.  The preamble to the Convention states that it was concluded ‘to provide for the proper conservation of whale stocks and thus make possible the orderly development of the whaling industry’.  The Commission therefore has a dual mandate of both the conservation of whale stocks and the management of whaling.

When the IWC was first established in 1946 the founding 15 member governments did not hold different views on the acceptability of killing whales.  Today, large whales are taken by seven out of the current membership of 88 countries and very different views exist among the members regarding whales and whaling.

This talk will review the history of whaling and the ongoing present day efforts of the IWC to manage it.

	Conserving the Fen Orchid; combining ex situ and in situ approaches.

	Summary (100 words max)

	The range of the Fen Orchid (Liparis loesellii) in Britain has declined to only a few sites in the Norfolk Broads and a single site in South Wales. Using a mycorrhiza capture technique, we are attempting to both isolate fungi associated with Liparis seed germination and generate a stock of Liparis for cultivation at the Botanic Garden.  This stock will be used for experimental work to illuminate the life cycle of the plant and as a source of plants for potential re-introduction to former sites. The mycorrhizal capture technique could also provide a means of assessing the suitability of potential reintroduction sites.

	How does the conversion of rainforest to oil palm plantation affect arthropod diversity and how might these changes in biodiversity affect the functioning of this rapidly expanding agricultural landscape? We will discuss these questions in relation to recent field research in Sabah, Malaysia. As the complexity of the landscape is drastically reduced, biodiversity is reduced but the scale and nature of this loss depends on the animals studied and the habitats in which they live. An understanding of how diversity affects functions such as pest control and decomposition might help us mitigate some of the negative affects of habitat conversion.

	We present the results of a freshwater biodiversity assessment for all of continental Africa which has direct application for on-the-ground site or catchment scale management of wetland biodiversity resources. This is the most comprehensive, continental scale assessment of freshwater biodiversity ever conducted. More than 5,000 species have been assessed and mapped for inclusion on the IUCN Red List of Threatened SpeciesTM. One in five species are currently threatened. The results can be used to prioritise conservation efforts, inform development planning, and as a baseline for monitoring progress in the conservation of freshwater biodiversity and the impacts of management intervention. 
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
